    Join us as we celebrate live music and fabulous artisan goods! The PFF has an extra-special weekend lined up, and we invite you to become a part of it as an Artisan Vendor on Saturday August 28, 2010, in Rotary Park/Nicholls Oval. 

    Booths are available to vendors on Saturday, August 28, 2010, from 11am to 7pm. Application deadline is Saturday August 21, 2010. 

Vendors may enter Nicholls Oval park via Hazlitt Street (off Armour Road), or via Armour Road ; on-street parking is available in the neighborhood and is the responsibility of the vendor. Please note that parking arrangements are subject to change, and every effort will be made to provide advance notice of any changes.  

    Set-up is strictly between 9am and 10:30am. Tear-down is strictly after 5:00pm. Vendors may remain as late as 7pm, but may leave no earlier than 5pm. Please be courteous and respectful of those who remain, if you plan to leave before 7. All vendors must pack up by 7pm. 

    Vendors are not permitted to have their cars on-site, and may not leave their booths unattended or take them down between 10:30am – 5:00pm. 

Waste Reduction: The PFF asks that everyone involved in the festival bring reusable plates, mugs and cutlery to the event. We also request that no plastic, disposable bottles or cups be brought on site. Please bring reusable bottles or containers for beverages. Our goal is to reduce our waste by 95% in 2010.   

    Conditions: The Peterborough Folk Festival Inc. is not responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged items. Late arrivals will not be permitted. Fees will not be refunded. In the event of rain, every effort will be made to ensure that the festival continues. Vendors must supply their own tent and other gear to protect their wares from rain. 

Artisan’s Village vendors will adhere to all festival rules and guidelines, and will not bring generators, goods other than those described in their application, music (either recorded or played live), or any dangerous items or harmful substances. No electricity or running water provided on site.

    * A cheque for the appropriate fee.

    * A sun/rain awning 

    * Tables and chairs for the booth 

    * Personnel to staff the booth at all times 

    * Any other resources required for display 

    * A thorough cleanup of their site after 5:00pm. Please remove all belongings and garbage.

Community Information Booth

Artisan's Booth 

Fee: $40, if submitted before June 12 $60, if submitted between June 13 and July 17, $75 if submitted  between July 18 and August 21, 2010. 

The Artisan's Booth is meant for one artist.  Each item for sale at that booth must be made by that artist 

Small Business Booth 

Fee: $45, if submitted before June 12, $65 if submitted between June 13 and July 17, $80 if submitted between July 18 and August 21, 2010. 

The Small Business Booth is meant for the independent business with a social conscience. This may include goods or services that offer an ethical alternative for the greater community.
